6. Find out what happened on September 8, 1943 (the day Italy surrendered). Try to find an old newspaper article. Then compare the newspaper accounts—or historical accounts on websites—to the way Anne reported it in her diary. (Describe how she felt when she heard of the surrender—elaborate and compare to what actually happened).
