FREAKY FRIDAY-READ UP TO CHAPTER SEVEN

1. What evidence shows that Annabel is starting to change. Be specific.

2. What are some of the challenges and responsibilities that Annabel discovers that her mother faced?

3. There are several examples of figurative language used in this story. Find at least three figurative expressions (simile, metaphor, hyperbole, etc). Interpret its meaning and tell what kind of figurative language it is.  For example, what does it mean when Annabel wonders what accounts for his change of heart?
4. Mrs. Schmauss uses a lot of sarcasm (sharp, cutting remarks or language meant to mock or ridicule. Sometimes what is said, means the exact opposite of what is stated. For instance, Mrs. Schmauss says, “I do not pick up pig pens. That honor is reserved for the mother of the pig.” Find another example of Mrs. Schmauss’ sarcasm. By the end of chapter six, Annabel is using sarcasm. What is her sarcastic remark and what does it mean?

5. There is also the use of caricature (exaggerated traits or character of appearance to point out the shortcomings of a person. Mrs. Schmauss is made to look like a carton character. For instance, Annabel notes that she “pokes me in the ribs with her fat finger” and “snorts through her sinuses.” Find two other examples of exaggerated traits that make us laugh at Mrs. Schmauss while at the same time we experience her unpleasantness.
