3. Describe the relationship the Fosters have with the rest of the people in the village.

4. What might the cows know that the rest of the people may not?

5. The author mentions that Mae’s reflection has been the same for the past 87 years. Why is that important to this story? (This has to do with foreshadowing—hints of what might follow).

6. Describe Winnie. Why is she so eager to leave her home?

7. There is another hint of foreshadowing with the stranger in the yellow suit. What hints are dropped about him? Predict what his role might be in the story.

1. Tell how this story is similar and different so far from Cinderella. (Be sure to include whose perspective this story is told from).

2. Describe the interaction between Ella and Peter.

3. What does this interaction reveal about their personalities?

4. Why does Sir Peter want Ella to go to finishing school?

5. Describe the interaction between Ella and the ogre and what it reveals about her personality.

6. What magical qualities does the ogre possess?

1. What do you think Ellen means when she says, “when you’re grown up, people don’t tell you what to do;  you have to tell yourself, which is sometimes more difficult?”
2. Why did the author flashback to the night before the turn around? 
3. What background information did the flashback provide?
4. How is Annabel beginning to see life differently through her mother’s eyes? Give a specific example from the story.
5. How is she beginning to view her own behavior and that of her brother? Give a specific example from the story.
