Or compare and contrast how the characters, life lessons and-or other qualities are similar and different to another one of your favorite fantasies.

8. Would you say that this story really ended “happily ever after?’” Explain your answer.

9. Ella challenged the role given to her by society.  List at least four ways Ella challenged the manner in which girls were supposed to behave.

10. Discuss how the characters, life lessons and-or other qualities are similar and different to Cinderella or another fantasy. Be specific. Or compare and contrast how the characters, life lessons and-or other qualities are similar and different to another one of your favorite fantasies.

10. If death is a natural part of life, should we try to prolong life? Explain.

11. Does everyone have a right to know everything or should some things be kept top secret? Explain.

7. There have been several stories about children switching identities (where kids become their parents or even older people become young again). For example in the movie, Back to the Future, a boy becomes his own father. Why do you think the theme of switched identities is so popular?

8. If you have read a book or seen a movie about mistaken identities, compare and contrast the similarities and differences.
