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We will have another go at this using our reading partnership activity sheets and high order thinking prompts. This time, I want to see higher-level thinking and questioning skills. In addition to focusing on plot, conflict, change, theme and big ideas with supporting textual evidence, please consider the context of the times in which the story takes place and how that impacts the lives’ of the characters.  So for this book club, you will all complete the following:

1. A reading partnership log-planning sheet (again, do not hand in your draft copy!)
2. A completed reciprocal teaching form that you complete as you go (you may type or re-write—again, don’t hand in draft copy)
3. At least five major wonderings-critical thinking entries that show you and your partners’ thinking about what you’re learning. This may include a context of the times in which the story takes place.
4. At least five new facts you learned about the Great Depression by studying this book and during our Great depression-Annie unit. Facts should also contain your thinking about the new fact (what it makes you think or wonder about).
5. “Lift a line” from the book that you feel is at the heart and soul of the story (like the “frosted cupcake” line from No Home. Each partner must include at least a paragraph where you “write off” of this quote showing your critical thinking about the topic and any new knowledge you acquired about the [image: image3.wmf][image: image4.wmf]Great Depression and main idea-theme of the book.
