
Create an hourly journal/diary of the night the spadefoot toads would be seen.  Illustrations of their underground development.  It could be serious or similar to the books, Diary of a Worm or Diary of a Fly to give the spadefoot perspective.

Write a newspaper article to promote awareness of vernal pools and spadefoot toad information.  Use a word processor such as Pages to create your newspaper layout and article.
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Naturalist

Examine the book to find five specific animals mentioned.  Research the animals to complete a table which would show if they exist in NY, AZ and MA.
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Intrapersonal

Write a news editorial opinion piece to inform people about the construction situation and the spadefoot toads.
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Interpersonal

Write three position paragraphs to be role-played by Mrs. Tibbits, Ben, Tabitha, or Mr. Lindsey.  Optional:  Video an interview where the characters would share their position paragraphs.
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Bodily/Kinesthetic

Experiment with jumping distances.  Research the distance that frogs can jump in proportion to their body size, then test yourself to see how far you can jump in proportion to your height.  Make a data table to show your information and distances.




 
Visual/Spatial

Create a boardgame that includes 7-10 facts about vernal pools or spadefoot toads.  You may also want to use events from the book to enhance the game.
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Musical

Write a song or jingle that educates people about spadefoot toads OR an endangered New York animal.
