

· PREVIEW THEIR BOOKS BY READING THE BLURB & FIRST FEW PAGES AND THEN EXPLAINING WHAT THEY THINK IT WILL BE ABOUT 

· PREDICT WHAT IMPORTANT LIFE LESSON THE MAIN CHARACTER MIGHT LEARN OR IMPORTANT THEME OR BIG IDEA THE BOOK MIGHT BE TEACHING US
· DISCUSS WHAT OTHER BOOKS BY THE AUTHOR WERE LIKE

DURING POST IT CHATS: 
· DISCUSS WHAT IT HAPPENING IN THE STORY SO FAR, RE-TELLING IMPORTANT INFORMATION ONLY.

· JOT DOWN IMPORTANT CONNECTIONS THEY MAKE WHILE READING (TEXT TO TEXT, TEXT TO SELF, TEXT TO WORLD)

· JOT DOWN IMPORTANT THICK QUESTIONS TO DISCUSS WITH PARTNERS

· MAKE PREDICTIONS OF WHAT WILL HAPPEN NEXT BASED ON WHAT YOU ARE READING

· CHOOSE NEW WORDS, IDENTIFY PARTS OF SPEECH, TELL HOW YOU FIGURED OUT MEANING AND EXPLAIN RELEVANCY (IF ANY) TO THE STORY
DURING FINAL MEETING: 

· RE-TELL WHAT HAPPENED IN THE END OF THE STORY

· EXPLAIN IF YOU WERE SURPRISED BY THE ENDING AND LIKED THE WAY THE STORY ENDED
· SHARE ANY LINGERING QUESTIONS YOU HAVE ABOUT THE BOOK OR CHARACTERS.

· DISCUSS THE IMPORTANT LIFE LESSONS BOTH THE MAIN CHARACTER AND READER LEARNS BY READING THE STORY, USING EVIDENCE FROM THE BOOK.

AFTER FINAL MEETING (BUT PRIOR TO BOOK PRESENTATION):

Reflect on how working in a partnership helped you grow as a reader.  How did it help you deepen your understanding of the story? What did you learn about the story by participating in discussions that you may have missed had you read independently? (This could include references to important connections, big ideas and new vocabulary words learned).
